PCC Programs (2)

Monographic Bibliographic Record Program (BIBCO)

Bibliographic records are identified as PCC records (042 pcc) and are notable for their
complete authority work (both descriptive and subject), a call number from a
recognized system (such as LC Classification, Dewey Decimal Classification, or NLM
Classification), and at least one subject access point drawn from standard thesauri.

Cooperative Online Serials Program (CONSER)

Unlike most monographs, serials and integrating resources are constantly changing in
a variety of ways. CONSER Program participants are given the authority to modify
serial bibliographic records (i.e., those with 042 pcc) in the OCLC WorldCat database.

As ChatGPT was launched on November 30, 2022, After November 30, 2022, we started to communicate with machines in natural languages. It’s the first day of generative AI era.
We received feedback from our Policy Committee members that we should add AI/machine learning to our strategic directions. We conducted a survey with the PoCo members in October 2023 and reported survey results at the PoCo Annual meeting. 
That’s why we charged a new task group–PCC Task Group on Strategic Planning for AI and Machine Learning has been charged to conduct an environmental scan on the impact of AI and machine learning on library metadata operations, and provide evidence about potential directions. Linked data is, of course, one of the most talked-about topics, and PCC is working hard to make sense of what linked data means to data creators, such as us,  libraries, and users. One of the most recent initiatives is the Task Group on Linked Data Training by the Standing Committee on Training. Colleagues from 10 institutions are working in this group to develop a training curriculum for PCC members on metadata creation using linked data and BIBFRAME. This includes developing a training outline for PCC members, creating training materials for PCC participants in videos and slides, as well as ongoing maintenance of training plans.
While not included here, PCC has charged 14 task groups relating to linked data since 2018, including the Task Group on BIBFRAME-to-MARC Conversion, Linked Data Best Practices, and several groups on application profiles. We hope that our collective efforts will guide us to understand, accept, and learn linked data concepts and practices, as the PCC community as a whole.

I’m specifically talking about editing of BIBCO records on this slide, since CONSER records have much stricter editing conditions.  You may identify BIBCO records by the presence of pcc in the 042 field paired with bibliographic level “m.”  

To see a complete list of what may be edited in the WorldCat record by any cataloger with “full permission or authorization” take a look at Bibliographic Formats and Standards Chapter 5, specifically in 5.2.3.  That section is called “Editing capabilities for PCC records”  It has a chart that tells you what may be edited, and I’ve got a small portion of the beginning of that chart on this slide.  You’ll see it has 4 columns.  The first column has the MARC tag.  The second column has a check mark if you may add the field if it isn’t present.  The third column has a check mark if you may add another of the same field if already present.  The last column has a check mark if you may edit a field that is already present.  
There are notes on the chart that provide helpful information, such as the note you see here for 024.  This is saying you may add another 024 field IF you add one with a different subfield $2 value.

This slide is NOT a comprehensive list.  Take a look at the chart in BFAS for the entire extensive list.  The most recent addition to this list is the 880 fields, or non-Latin script fields.  These don't appear as 880 fields in the record displays in either Connexion Client or Record Manager, but as paired fields.  So, for a 245, you have a non-Latin script field (that is really an 880 field behind the scenes in the MARC), and a 245 in Latin characters for your title, and these two are paired together.  You are now able to add these non-Latin script fields if lacking and needed.   I’m not sure this has yet made it into the chart.  

For fields you are not allowed to add or edit, you are welcome to send a message to bibchange@oclc.org and ask for corrections and additions to be made.  The staff who monitor that inbox of requests generally turn things around in 2 weeks or less, depending on how involved the request is.

So, why does OCLC restrict the editing of PCC bibliographic records?
First, is that one of the things that defines a BIBCO record is that all access points are backed up by authority records. 
	The presence of authority records allows controlling of the headings within WorldCat.   
Second, only NACO members may created those authority records.  So, if you want to add an access point that needs an authority record, you need to either be a NACO member and create that authority record or request that an authority record be created.  

As an aside, all NACO members may edit BIBCO records; editing is not restricted to only BIBCO members.

CONSER records, which are also PCC bibliographic records, may only be edited by CONSER members. CONSER records are MARC records for continuing resources, either serials or integrating resources, and will have one of many codes in the 042 field.  The list of codes is on this slide and is also available in BFAS Chapter 5.  

Cataloging serials does require additional/different training and is thus restricted to those who have received that training and then been declared independent.
